Loping

Phil Martindale brings up the loping rule, it is better horsemanship and stockmanship.  Dale Pfahl brings up loping to get out of a rim fire situation.  Discussion was held.  Scott Sapergia brought up that in the past years, judges allowed loping to escape a wreck. 

Don Millar makes a motion that a minimal amount of loping is allowed for personal safety issues.  Seconded by Brian Delinte. All in favour (4 opposed) motion carried.

Rope Swap:

Scott Sapergia brings up with these heavy cattle is the header allowed to hand his rope to the third rope.  Discussion held.  Is this a rope swap.  After rule clarification it is allowed.   

Entry Fees:

Gail Sapergia brought up that maybe at every roping take $150.00 from top three teams and send it to the association.  To eliminate hassle and to simplify things, board of directors will discuss.   
Entry Fees must be paid ON TIME.  Put on website no late entries no acceptance.   Paula Cox will do entries for the finals. 
Secretary:

Insurance:

We may have to increase membership fees.  A kitty of a $1,000.00 set aside in case we have an injured animal would be nice.  Dale Pfahl agrees with discussion. Gerry Karchuk makes a motion that the board of directors will investigate and the board will make a decision to either go with an internal or external coverage.   Seconded by Art Cox, all in favour motion carried.
